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Advice to Council No: 23-01

Public Consultation on new CEC Project to Create a Network of Communities for
Environmental Justice

The Joint Public Advisory Committee (JPAC) of the Commission for Environmental Cooperation
(CEC) of North America:

IN ACCORDANCE with Article 6(4) of the Agreement on Environmental Cooperation (ECA),
which states that JPAC “may provide advice to the Council on matters within the scope of this
agreement, and may perform such other functions as the Council may direct”;

RECALLING the initial recommendations included in the letter to the Alternate Representatives,
sent on 24 November 2020, regarding the CEC budget and upcoming Operational Plan;

RECALLING JPAC Advice to Council 20-01 “Public Consultation on the draft CEC Strategic
Plan 2021-2025";

HAVING reviewed the draft project description and associated budget for the project
Communities for Environmental Justice Network;

HAVING conducted an online public consultation on the project description, which took place
from 3 November to 23 November 2022;

AND HAVING reviewed the comments received from 28 participants representing a diversity of
stakeholders throughout North America® (see Annex 1);

SUBMITS the following comments and recommendations for the new trilateral project for
Council’s consideration:

JPAC commends the Parties for their efforts in the development of the draft Communities for
Environmental Justice Network project and takes note of the public interest in collaboration and
participating in this initiative (see Annex 2). As part of this consultation, members of the public
were asked to provide feedback on:

- Common challenges faced by communities in considering environmental justice
frameworks to address climate change adaptation and mitigation;

- Ways to create a long-lasting and self-sustainaing community network;

- Effective tools, resources, or products to share information about climate adaption and
mitigation (see Annex 3);

1 Comments were divided as follows: 15 from Mexico, 4 from Canada, 8 from the United States of America and 1
from "Other".

Some of the challenges identified by members of the public included the lack of knowledge,
technical capacity and resources of some communities, as well as their limited representation at
the policy- and decision-making table. The public consultation also revealed the lack of diversity
of approaches when addressing climate adaptation and mitigation, as well as the need for
relationship-building with local communities. Another challenge identified as part of this project
is how to identify common strategies for a diverse set of problems among communities and
developing tools that are relevant to the unique cultural and environmental space of communities.

Members of the public highlighted the importance of empowering Indigenous, local, vulnerable,
disadvantaged, and/or underserved communities that have environmental justice concerns to lead
the process of network building, as well as for the CEC to act as facilitator for part of this
project. Public comments received stressed the importance of creating a governance structure
and the need to include different perspectives that would include youth, women, and elders. The
network should provide tangible benefits to members, promote dialogue, use diverse tools such
as social media, and include resources to support community participation. Finally, members of
the public identified opportunities to create synergies with existing initiatives. They also
highlighted the important fact that financial and human resources will be required for the
community network to be long-lasting and self-sustainaing.

Participants also provided a number of additional, very relevant comments that can be considered
as part of the project development and implementation. We therefore encourage you to work with
your appointed experts in carefully considering the public comments included in Annex 1.

In closing, we would like to express our appreciation to all responders for their feedback and
contributions. While it was impossible to incorporate all valuable comments and suggestions in
the Advice, we are confident that the CEC will find them useful as it develops and implements this
project and related ones in the future.

JPAC is confident that the recommendations contained herein are relevant to the CEC Council’s
strategic priorities and is unanimous in supporting this Advice to Council.

If targeted communities are peripheral to the power structure, then they fight uphill battles to get heard and to get
resources support. They also need internal capacity added that they manage, as well as good local partners of support, to have the
ability to search out the new adaptation ideas and see them step-by-step to implementation.

Third, access to resources that will help coordinated efforts to achieve greater mitigation and adaptation impacts both at country
and at regional levels.

. Fourth, collaboration, possibilities for a common agenda, information sharing, communication and replication of successful
adaptation and mitigation projects within the lens of environmental justice. More so, as climate change and environmental justice,
issues affect members, organizations and communities at varying levels and organizational responses, and are sometimes prioritized,
how the network membership can achieves consensus for collaborative projects that will address adaptation and mitigation issues
from climate justice perspectives.

. Our suggested recommendation is developing the capacity of the Communities for Environmental Justice Network (CEJN)
membership and empowering them to be able to work independently and collaboratively.

. If the CEJN is to succeed in creating opportunities for its membership to offer exchange and relationship building and be
experience in addressing the mitigation and adaptation issues from an environmental perspective. Members of the network should be
giving a voice in planning and setting up of the network agenda and activities.

communities. The so-called D.A.D. principle of check the box inclusion always skews outcomes in favor of resourced interests.
Environmental justice is not a box we check it is a process where early consultation is surfaced and field tested with impacted
communities and then reissued multiple times over a lengthy engagement that revolves around a relationship demonstrating that the

agency actually cares and understands its mission.

Cross Community collaboration can take many forms, But ultimately it involves the investment of resources in historically disinvested
communities to secure the quality and essential input that public agencies need. It's a whole lot cheaper to pay for your communities
to travel to meet each other to exchange ideas and exchange Solutions than it is to Pat them on the head when they agree with you or
discredit and discount them when they disagree with you. You should include communities early and often and have those
communities provide you with fully informed input rather than slow dripping them narrow data designed to get you the feedback that
you want. Only by Crossing communities can well intentioned and diligent Community leaders be fully informed. If you expect
communities to only rely on the information provided by the government and their industrial partners then you are aborting their
intellectual process and undermining the entire enterprise. Impacted communities can accelerate each other's learning in a way that an
Institutional process could never do.

Dear Georgina,

We appreciate CEC’s new Communities for Environmental Justice Network (CEJN) program
and welcome the opportunity to provide comments and suggestions.

The Resilience Institute is a national charitable organization based in Canada that works with
diverse partners to advance education and research on strategies that reduce the impacts of
climate change in vulnerable communities and sectors. We work locally, nationally, and globally
with partners in government, local and Indigenous communities, academia, and other
organizations on initiatives that build capacity and inspire personal, organizational, and
community resilience. Unique to our work is that we actively weave Indigenous values with
other ways of knowing to advance local change and inspire transformative thinking about the
future. For more information about TRI and our team please visit our website.

Alignment of Programming and Possible Leverage Points

e We were excited to read that a goal of this project is to “engage Network members by
providing greater access to stories of resilience...” During a presentation for the
Resilience Lab during COP25 in Madrid, the Resilience Institute launched a new
signature program called Stories of Resilience that is based on thematic learning — a novel
program tool that can help communities as they prepare and respond to climate change
impacts. Since launching the program, we have worked with several communities on
developing and sharing their Stories of Resilience. In 2023, the Piikani Stories of
Resilience will be a featured exhibition at the Park Canada Cave and Basin Historic Site
in Banff National Park.

e Another example of a program that could be well aligned with the CEJN is engaging
communities in Local Early Action Planning (LEAP). LEAP focuses on supporting the
community to develop and pursue a simple set of local strategies, practices, or actions
that can start to address climate change impacts that are informed by their understanding
of risks and strategies to address those risks.

e Our team is currently collaborating closely with two communities (one First Nation and
one Métis) that might be interested in the Network. For example: the Piikani Nation
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through the Stpii-po’omaaksin team (Blackfoot for “in the spirit of planting seeds”) with
representatives from Piikani Lands, the Peigan board of Education, and Elders who guide
activities; and Sohkastwawin — Cree for the act of being resilient with the Willow Lake
Métis Nation.

e TRI has signed an MOU with the Canadian Red Cross (not yet publicly announced), to
advance climate change adaptation and disaster risk reduction programming across
Canada with a focus on developing capacity and enhancing resilience in vulnerable
communities. Some of the goals of this program may align well with the CEJN. For
example, one of our goals is to pilot new approaches to community-based disaster risk
reduction and climate change adaptation that build upon pre-existing capacities in
communities and establish pathways for communities to further develop risk reduction
and climate adaptation community-relevant tools and approaches.

e Recently confirmed, TRI will be the “sister hub” for the forming network called
PICCA - The Partnership for Indigenous Climate Change Adaptation — a collaboration
between Indigenous organizations and academia in Canada. PICCA partners strive to
weave together Indigenous and western knowledge to support the development of climate
resilient Indigenous communities in their Traditional Territories. Current partners
include Grand Council Treaty #3, Keewaytinook Okimakanak, Matawa First Nations
Management, Muskegowuk Council, Nokiiwin Tribal Council, Shibogama First Nations
Council, and Up North on Climate at Laurentian University. In the coming year we will
be working to broaden this network to include Indigenous communities from other
regions across Canada.

Comments on Terminology

We appreciate the clarification that for the purposes of the CEJN project, the terms
"environmental equity” and "environmental justice™ refer both, indistinctly, to fair and equitable
treatment among the population, leading to the elimination of inequities, subordination,
discrimination and exclusion, recognizing and protecting cultural and gender differences, from a
human rights perspective in actions to mitigate and adapt to climate change.”

We wonder if there is room for a parallel project that might explore what environmental
equity and justice means to the Network members though. For example, could students
from Mexico, Canada, and the United States collaborate on seeking to learn more about
how Network members understand these terms, and share back that knowledge to help
inform the development of relevant approaches to environment equity and justice in the
future?

Indigenous Knowledge

We noted the reference to TEK and recommend that this acronym be spelled out. We also
suggest that the term be further defined.

For example, is the intent to refer to “ecological” knowledge that is place-based, or is the
intent to refer to Indigenous values? Or both? Being explicit about values rather than
implying that they matter is a key component to enabling “boundary work at the science—
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policy—society interface for sustainability transformation” (Horcea-Milcu et al. 2019,
p.1435).

Additionally, Knowledge (TK), Indigenous knowledge (1K), local knowledge (LK) and
Traditional Ecological Knowledge (TEK), are frequently used interchangeably by
researchers (Eybo’rrson & Thuestad, 2015; Nalau, 2018; Throsby, & Petetskaya, 2016).
Interestingly though, Nadasdy (1999) cautioned the use of these terms decades ago
because they are based on Western perspectives, and he notes that Indigenous knowledge
means a “way of life” (p.5). Additionally, current research points to the need for further
assessment as to what Indigenous or local truly means, and how it is developed (Nalau,
2018). Therefore, the Network may want to co-develop its own terminology with
partners.

Good versus Best

The term “good” instead of “best” when talking about practices should be considered. The
definition of a best practice is “a working method or set of working methods that is officially
accepted as being the best to use in a particular business or industry” (Cambridge Dictionary,
n.d.). This definition is reflective of the term’s alignment with business management, and to
measure and share organizational competencies (Vesely, 2011). Saying a practice is best can be
deceptive because it implies that other practices may be bad (Boven & Morohashi, 2002).
Awareness of how we describe practices is especially important when attempting to bring
together knowledge systems, especially those from marginalized communities, such as
Indigenous Peoples.

Other Comments
We noted that aims of the project are:

to create a network of Indigenous, local, vulnerable, disadvantaged, and/or
underserved communities that have environmental justice concerns, in order to increase
local capacity through the amplification and dissemination of community-based
expertise, lessons learned, and guidance in the context of climate change.”

And it is stated that the project aims to engage communities that are:

local, Indigenous, and vulnerable—including low-income residents and people of
color through the development of an inclusive process of co-creation.

However, it seems that the focus is on engagement primarily with Indigenous Peoples.

TEK and Indigenous Knowledge experts by engaging Indigenous communities with an
acknowledgement of the ancestral knowledge that drives Indigenous-led forms of action
in climate-related work. Across all activities, participating Indigenous communities and
authorities are encouraged to participate in and meaningfully contribute to the generation
of tools and resources for wide distribution. Indigenous communities that participate in
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the Network are invited to share insights from traditional knowledge foundations and
perspectives.

We are unclear if the intent is to be focused only on Indigenous communities that also meet the
criteria of being local and vulnerable or if it the project will include other communities such as
those that are non-Indigenous but “disadvantaged, and/or underserved, including low-income
residents and people of color.” We understand that the term “local” is used in some
international treaties to capture Indigenous Peoples that are not recognized by the State as
Indigenous, so perhaps that is the intent in the descriptions.

Further, it would be good to understand more about how members will be able to meaningfully
participate “in the facilitation of learning and knowledge exchange processes”. This is especially
important given the focus on “traditional knowledge and practices”.

To this end, we wonder if the Network would be open to seeking to understand how
Network members feel about the approach of engaging knowledge holders. For example,
perhaps empowering local youth to interview knowledge holders, or other ideas that may
arise if asked.

We are also curious to know more about the process for creating collaborative, ethical spaces for
knowledge creation and sharing.

Would a matrix informed by good-practices bringing knowledge systems together help as
a starting point for further discussion on establishing criteria? For example, guidance
from the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC)
Subsidiary Body for Scientific and Technological Advice (SBSTA) on bringing together
Indigenous and non-Indigenous knowledges to address climate change (UNFCC,
SBSTA, 2014a & 2014b n.p); Weaving knowledge systems in IPBES, CBD and
beyond—Iessons learned for sustainability (Tengo, et al., 2017); and the Five Research
Principles as Interwoven Knot described by Reed et al. (2017) in Foundational principles
for intercultural and international research with Indigenous and rural peoples: Connecting
principles to Knowledge Mobilization. Imagining the future of knowledge mobilization —
perspectives from UNESCO Chairs are all good examples of approaches to adopt.

Moreover, we encourage the Network to explicitly adopt the principles of Free, Prior and
Informed Consent (FPIC) recognised in the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of
Indigenous Peoples (UNDRIP) and other guidance, such the CARE Principles for
Indigenous Data Governance.

Re: a recognizable and easily distributable information exchange tool that can be easily accessed
online and in print and is available in English, French, and Spanish, which includes case studies
and stories from selected communities (founding members)

It would be fantastic to see a budget for local communities to be able to include some
translation of key concepts in their language (writing and in symbols when appropriate).
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We feel creating space for local languages would be well-aligned with the notion of
environmental justice.

We agree with the following: “diversity of knowledge and experience that can contribute to the
generation and dissemination of accessible tools and resources and that reflect different forms of
knowledge and action” and encourage the CEJN to make a considerable investment in
creating processes that will enable contributions from diverse knowledge holders, especially
if this it is to be “a self-sustaining and active Network of leading and culturally diverse
environmental justice communities will manage and update the toolkit, information exchange
tool, and other associated materials.”

A gap that we are seeing in other knowledge-sharing platforms is that once examples are
posted there is little opportunity for others to add to the “knowledge bank™. We
encourage the CEC to consider what mechanisms or “how to tools” could be developed
that would help future communities create tools that are not only culturally relevant, but
also place-based and community-relevant.

We are supportive of the target to identify a strong Network of communities and agree that the
“cross-cultural and collaborative process represents a unique approach and communications tool
to help capture, facilitate, and amplify stories of local community action across the North
American region (therefore enabling community capacity building beyond formal participation
in the Network)” that is “prepared to exchange best good practices and carry out Network
activities to strengthen their capacity to address climate.”

It our hope that our comments and suggests help strengthen the initiative and we will be happy to
support its journey however possible.

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on this project.

In the absence of time, | just wanted to provide a couple pieces of input on behalf of our organization. |
think this idea goes in a good direction, although I'm unsure that a toolkit is a good result. My
experience with toolkits is that they are usually homogenized in the attempt to serve many populations
to the extent that they are not all that helpful in the unique cultural and environmental space where we
work. Our context is specific. Toolkits are often too general.

The inclusion of TEK is critical. Here in the Black Hills region, a core aspect of TEK is that the area is
unceded treaty territory. The LandBack movement is active here and is -- among other things -- seeking
co-stewardship of Black Hills lands currently under the sole control of the U.S. Forest Service. It's not
just a matter of ancestral knowledge. It is also about moving forward to revitalize Indigenous knowledge
which recognizes that land and water are our relatives. This understanding completely reorients the
majority society's dependence on extractive industries.

Los pueblos originarios, asi como los pueblos campesinos de Oaxaca, son portadores de
saberes acumulados y vividos durante centurias, sobre biodiversidad, plantas, animales,
aguay clima. En sus regiones existe una biodiversidad enorme y aportan gran parte de la
misma al inventario mundial. Pero opuesto a recibir apoyos, su experiencia es la pérdida
de sus territorios y su biodiversidad, sin importar la lucha que han sostenido para
mantenerlos.

Cualquier proyecto que se piense desarrollar en estas regiones deberia tener como
prioridad, que su presencia no pondra en riesgo lo construido socialmente y, que su oferta
de capacitacion debe ser en habilidades y temas especificos que aporten a las comunidades.
Asimismo, que serd un acierto, escuchar la voz de los propios actores locales, sus
prioridades, sus necesidades, sus fortalezas.
