Recent Changes to Reporting 

Requirements 

• Changes to requirements for 2018/2019 data 

• 2018 data collected and has undergone quality 

control and analysis, awaiting publication 

• Preliminary results: 

• New reporting from oil and gas extraction – new facilities, 

additional substances from existing oil and gas facilities; 

• Hexavalent chromium – number of reports doubled; 

• Chlorinated alkanes – seven facilities reported;  

• Anthracene – number of reports almost doubled; and 

• Additional contextual information on sector codes and 
reasons for changes in reported quantities. 

• 2019 data to be collected in upcoming months 
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Recent Changes to Reporting 

Requirements 

• Changes to requirements for 2020/2021 data 

• Published in Canada Gazette February 15, 2020 

• Key changes: 

• Additions: 

• Naphthenic acid fraction compounds 

• PREPOD and BENPAT 

• Azo disperse dyes 

• Changes for dioxins/furans/hexachlorobenzene 

• Iron ore pelletizing added; updated toxic equivalent factors 

• Changes to pollution prevention activities 

• Linkage to substances (as of 2021 reporting)  

• Data to be collected/published during 2021 and 2022
